Photo 00 – This is a photo of J.J., myself, and Cathy walking to the other end of the island. We went there to buy some goods and to see the area. Albert was with us, but stayed behind a bit to take the photo.

Photo 01 - J.J. and Cathy pumping water from the well to rinse off. This well, and others like it on the island, provides water only suitable for bathing and flushing toilets.

Photo 02 - This is a photo of a pumpboat that took us from San Pedro back to Hinunangan, when it was time to return to Cebu.

Photo 03 - Cathy climbing up a local coconut tree (she was a girl from a mountainous part of the province, who could climb like a monkey) to get us some 'prime' coconuts so we could enjoy some buko juice.

Photo 04 - Cathy, choosing which coconuts are the best to cut for the buko juice.

Photo 05 - A view taken from the beach directly located in front of Oli's property (Oli, do you own the beach front as well?), with a view toward San Pablo Island. San Pablo Island is another small island adjacent to and between San Pedro and Leyte.

Photo 06 - A local fisherman with his paddle. Most Filipinos do not have the money to purchase a complete snorkeling outfit. So, instead of flippers, they will make a single paddle from wood. You may be surprised at how deep these fellows can go.

Photo 07 – Local fishermen weaving a net which will be used to catch food to feed themselves, and others, on the island. Fishing is the primary source of income for the inhabitants of San Pedro.
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
